2. Arrange for two letters of reference to be sent to NHRE@si.edu. The most effective letter writers are those who can speak most towards your potential for the NHRE program. Usually, these will be college professors or other mentors. The letters should be sent directly by the letter writers, not by the applicant. 3. Submit transcripts for all colleges that you have attended.  Unofficial electronic or scanned versions are acceptable and should be sent to NHRE@si.edu.
